I honestly thought that because I am going to teach science there will not be a whole lot of writing or reading going on in my classroom. But after reading this book and this reflection [refers to a response the candidate had written to Fires earlier in the term] again I believe that writing can open up so many opportunities for you as a teacher to see your students for who they are. I believe that it is essential for you to get to know your students and if writing is a way to do that then I do not care what class I am teaching there will be something for my students to write about so I can find out who each one of my students really is.”  
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
