SUMMARY:
This source basically centers on the various treaties that the United States and Russia either attempted to or succeeded to establish throughout the Cold War. The first theme is nuclear testing and it discusses the types of nuclear testing and the types of restrictions that were placed on it. The second point is non-proliferation and it is not a point highly stressed in this source. The third point is the efforts to reduce deployed nuclear forces.  The fourth is about the different defenses and shields against nuclear weapons, and the fifth point centers on intrusive verification.   This source gives great insight into the great number and details of the nuclear weapons treaties that President Kennedy and all the other Cold War presidents had to deal with. 
EVALUATION:  This source is relevant to Thirteen Days because it shows another side to the Cuban missile crisis that the book did not thoroughly show.  It shows all of the paperwork and negotiations that Kennedy and others had to deal with to keep the world from disaster.

A significant detail that this source points out is that nuclear problems do not exist only in the past.  It gives significant insight into the future of nuclear policy.
EVALUATION:  It is interesting to me to look at Thirteen Days in the future sense.  This source helps me look at whether the events of the Cuban missile crisis are possibly going to be repeated or we have learned our lesson and nuclear policy will never be the same.  Will future presidents have the same dilemmas as President Kennedy?  Only time will tell, but viewing sources such as this can help us predict the future.

SUMMARY:
This is a very effective and useful source.  This source represents a personal opinion on just about all the happenings and details of the Cold War.  Split into three main sections, ideology, technology, and the third world, this journal is deep with intellectual thought and hindsight.  From discussing the different ideologies of President Kennedy and Nikita Khrushchev to dissecting the third world environment in which the Cold War took place, this source is direct and interesting.  The overall point of this journal is to dissect the details to effectively analyze the Cold War and the Cuban missile crisis.  I believe it achieves this goal by presenting interesting and thought-provoking points such as the fact that though the biggest threat, nuclear weapons were never used and ultimately did not decide the fate of the war.  The author is definitely presenting his own opinion, but his opinions are backed up by cited facts that are placed throughout the article.

EVALUATION:  This source presents a broader view of the Cuban missile crisis than Thirteen Days because it analyzes the cause and effects of the Cold War in a scrutinizing fashion.  It sheds light on the fact that nuclear weapons were the biggest threat and greatest fear throughout the crisis and the entire Cold War, yet they didn’t play any role in the end of the war.  This is definitely my strongest source, and it was a pleasure to read it.

SUMMARY:
Miller gives a good description of the Cold War tensions around the time of the Cuban missile crisis without focusing solely on the event itself.  In these two chapters (331-335), Miller briefly describes Khrushchev’s personality and his coming to power.  He then describes the nuclear arms race that Khrushchev and President Kennedy engaged in.  The point of there struggle was not to use these as weapons but to use them as bragging rights and sources of pride.  It was almost an ego race between two super powers.  Miller goes very deep into the entire nuclear history of the world but he also does a good job on this small specific section.

EVALUATION:  This book shows the bigger picture of the Cold War and the context of the Cuban missile crisis.  It is an intelligent book that gives meaning to all the treaties and arms stockpiling that my other sources have centered on.  I believe that this adds to my topic and to my understanding of Thirteen Days.
